Thoughtfully extended to provide generous 
accommodation—including an additional reception room, dedicated 
study and a large converted loft room with exciting potential for a 
future bedroom suite (subject to planning)—the home offers valuable 
flexibility for a second lounge, home office or playroom. With tasteful 
décor throughout, it’s a property you can move straight into and start 
enjoying from day one.

Outside, the fantastic large rear sunny gardens are a true standout 
feature—thoughtfully landscaped, wonderfully private and offering 
the perfect backdrop for summer entertaining, children’s play or 
simply unwinding in your own peaceful retreat. Corner plots in this 
area are rare, and this one provides both space and seclusion, 
complemented by a single garage, parking for three cars, and a 
large rear garden with raised beds, a garden shed and an outside 
tap, making it ideal for gardening enthusiasts and families who enjoy 
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outdoor living.

With the comfort of gas central heating, a quiet setting away from 
through-traffic, and the welcoming village atmosphere Creigiau is 
known for, this is a home that promises calm, convenience and 
long-term appeal.

Entrance Hall
A warm and practical welcome to the home, the entrance hall 
features wooden-effect flooring and a central heating radiator, 
offering durability for busy family life. From here, you have direct 
access to both the WC and lounge, ensuring an easy and intuitive 
flow through the ground floor.

Lounge — 4.11m x 5.43m - 13’6" x 17'10"

A spacious and inviting family lounge with soft carpet underfoot, a 
feature fireplace and a large front-facing double-glazed window that 
fills the room with natural light. This generous space is perfect for 
relaxing, entertaining or enjoying cosy evenings together.

Kitchen/Diner — 3.08m x 5.4m 10'1" x 17’9"
The open-plan kitchen/diner forms the sociable heart of the home, 
with French doors opening directly onto the rear garden for 
effortless indoor-outdoor living. Pine-effect units, integrated dual 
oven and gas hob, laminate worktops and tiled flooring create a 
practical and stylish cooking environment. Ideal for family meals, 
entertaining or supervising children at play.

Family Room — 4.13m x 2.81m 13'7" x 9'3"
A highly flexible second reception room featuring wooden-effect 
flooring, a fireplace and sliding patio doors to the garden. Whether 
used as a playroom, snug or additional lounge, this adaptable space 
evolves easily with the needs of a growing family. Direct access to 
the study enhances its versatility.

Study — 2.81m x 2.18m 9'3" x 7'2"
A dedicated workspace with a front-facing window and 
wooden-effect flooring, offering a quiet and productive environment 
for home working, studying or running a small business. Natural light 
supports focus and comfort throughout the day.



WC — 0.77m x 1.48m 2'6" x 4'10"
A convenient ground-floor cloakroom fitted with a white suite, ideal 
for family living and visiting guests. Its location reduces the need to 
access the first floor during busy mornings.

First Floor

Bedroom 1 — 4.13m x 3.23m 13'7" x 10'7"
A peaceful and well-proportioned main bedroom with carpet flooring, 
a double-glazed window and useful storage within the airing 
cupboard. Ample space for wardrobes and furniture creates a calm 
retreat at the end of the day.

Bedroom 2 — 3.59m x 3.16m 11'9" x 10'4"
A generous double bedroom with space for all your storage needs 
and a double-glazed window cover looking the rear garden. This 
room also provides direct access to the loft room, making it ideal for 
families seeking additional space or future expansion potential.

Loft Room — 2.82m x 6.56m 10'6" x 6'7"
A large converted loft area with two rooflights and carpet flooring, 
offering a versatile space for hobbies, play, gym or storage. Built in 
storage to one wall housing the condenser gas boiler. Subject to 
planning, it presents an exciting opportunity to create a substantial 
fourth bedroom or luxurious suite.

Bedroom 3 — 3.2m x 2.00m 9'3" x 21'6"
A well-proportioned single bedroom with built-in storage, carpet 
flooring and a double-glazed window. Perfect as a child’s room, 
nursery or home office, with storage designed to maximise usable 
floor space.

Bathroom — 1.55m x 2.00m 5'1" x 6'7" 
A clean and functional Newly refurbished quality family bathroom 



fitted with a white suite, built-in vanity storage with light sensor and 
back lit wall mirror, shower screen and electric shower. Practical 
and well-designed for busy households.

Garage — 4.78m x 2.4m 15'8" x 7'10"
A detached single garage equipped with light, power and an 
up-and-over door. Ideal for secure parking, workshop use or 
additional storage, with power available for tools, appliances or 
potential EV charging (subject to installation).

The rear garden has several areas within it. This beautifully 
maintained and designed for both practicality and enjoyment. A neat 
lawn sits at the centre of the space, bordered by a wooden fence 
for privacy and framed by raised vegetable beds — ideal for keen 
gardeners or those looking to grow their own produce. A large 
timber shed positioned neatly in the back corner, providing excellent 
storage for tools and outdoor equipment. The large patio areas of 
the property are ideal for Sumer BBQs and outdoor entertaining, 
making this a garden that feels both functional and relaxing — 
perfect for families, hobby gardeners or anyone who values a tidy, 
versatile outdoor space.
